Theme of Event

Common Skills, Uncommon People
Rationale/ Objectives
International Abilympics (IA) is a widely recognized contest event held once every four years for promoting the working ability of persons with disabilities in vocational, leisure and living skills.  The title "Abilympics" comes from the phrase "Olympics of Abilities".  The Hong Kong Joint Council for People with Disabilities / Hong Kong Council of Social Service organized the 3rd IA in Hong Kong in 1991.  Since then, Hong Kong has all along supported the subsequent IA held for every four years by organizing the Hong Kong competitions and sending the winners of various contest events to participate in the IA.  The results of Hong Kong contestants with disabilities in the past IA were so brilliant that we won 21 gold medals, 20 silver medals and 16 bronze medals in total.  In 2015, the Council organized the 9th Hong Kong Abilympics with 45 local contests in June 2015 and Training Workshop in Novermber 2015.  Winners of the contests will represent Hong Kong to participate in the 9th IA to be held in March 2016 in Bordeaux, France.
